· Enlightenment –  AKA “Age of Reason” , During the 1600s-1700s, European thinkers  expressed philosophies on society that were based in science and logical reasoning 

· John Locke- English philosopher wrote “ Two Treatise of Civil Government”
· Thomas Hobbes- English philosopher wrote “The Leviathon”
· How do John Locke and Thomas Hobbes differ in their ideas of human nature in the “state of nature?” (without laws)
· Locke( people are neither good nor evil, but all people want to pursue natural rights in  a state of nature. Natural rights= life, liberty, and property.

· Hobbes( people are inherently self interested and only care about themselves. In a state of nature people’s lives are “nasty, poor, brutish, and short.”

· How do John Locke and Thomas Hobbes differ in their reasons for the purpose of government?

· Locke( purpose of government is to protect people’s natural rights.

· Hobbes( purpose of government is to protect people from one another. Favors a dictator/absolute monarch type government 

· How do Locke and Hobbes differ in their ideas of the social contract?

· Locke( give up some freedoms/rights in order for gov’t to protect our natural rights. Citizens can overthrow gov’t if it is not protecting their natural rights

· Hobbes-( give up freedoms/rights in order for gov’t to protect them. Give up the power to overthrow gov’t

· Jean-Jacques Rousseau- French philosopher wrote the ”Social Contract”- main ideas: in a social contract with the gov’t people give up their natural freedom, general welfare of the people, majority rule

· Baron de Montesquieu – French philosopher wrote the Spirit of the Laws”- maid ideas: separation of powers and checks and balances theory so one branch does not become too powerful/limit powers

· Niccolo Machiavelli- Italian philosopher

· wrote “The Prince”- main ideas: to be an effective leader you must believe that “it is better to be feared than loved” 

· wrote “Discources on Livy”- main ideas: completely DIFFERENT idea than his first book on “The Prince.” Believed people, NOT the princes (rulers), should govern society
· Social contract- an agreement between the people and government. The people give up some of their freedoms in order to let the government rule as long as gov’t protects their rights.

· Four functions of government- Help citizens, protect the country, keep order, make laws

· Features of a country- Population, territory, sovereignty (power to establish laws), government

· Democratic vs. Authoritarian characteristics and quotes 
· “A government of laws, and not of men.” John Adams (Democratic government)

· “Government is the strongest when every man feels a part of it.” Thomas Jefferson (Democratic)

· “The only real power comes out of a long rifle.” Joseph Stalin (Authoritarian)
